ateway Kitchen & Bath Centre’s Adam Pauls says 
his company purposely takes a simple approach to 
doing business.
“Since 1983, we’ve built our business around our clients,” 

he says. “We work hard to identify their needs, and then do our 
best to meet them. Our values are rooted in the importance of 
family and home, with our primary goal being to assist our clients 
in achieving the dreams that involve their own homes, and, 
ultimately, their families and friends.”
Gateway’s detailed, down-to-earth approach paid off earlier this 
year in the form of being a finalist in the FEX Manitoba 2017 
Family Enterprise of the Year Award.
“I think that nomination really validated the way in which we do 
business,” says Pauls. “Because we aren’t a huge company that’s 
into mass production, we’re accessible and easy to deal with. I 
think our clients appreciate that personal touch.”
That simple, highly-collaborative approach starts the moment a 
potential customer walks in to one of the showrooms in Gateway’s 
two locations — 893 Gateway Rd. or 112-A Scurfield Blvd.
“Right from the get-go, they’re assigned a designer/project manager 
who will work with them on every aspect of their renovation 
project from start to finish,” he says. “Having that one point of 
contact minimizes the number of people information passes 
through. That simplifies things, ensuring that very little gets lost in 
translation. The designer/manager works closely with the client to 
ensure all their different ideas come through.”
As a result, all the components that make up each project are 
highly customized.
“For example, we’ve done floating countertops where the granite 
or quartz needs a certain amount of support,” says Pauls. “We 
engineer supports so they go in seamlessly inside the cabinet 
so that they’re essentially invisible, with no annoying posts or 
brackets. Hence the clean, floating look.”
Likewise, the in-house paint shop can produce an amazing array 
of custom colours.
“We’re capable of coming up with any finish or colour, and we’ll 
work with any hardware types (from Germany, for example).”
Gateway’s design team also owns the responsibility of co-
ordinating the overall look of a space, such as a new kitchen.
“We take pride in making sure that countertops, cabinets and 
backsplashes all meld together perfectly. Everything is designed to 
complement each other for a rich, functional look,” he adds.
And because all materials come from Gateway, renovation projects 
are completed quickly, and on-time. 
Gateway also takes care of another small but significant detail that 
saves a ton of time, says Pauls.
“We pre-engineer (countertop) stone ahead of time, which 
generally allows us to install a kitchen in three days. The beauty 
of pre-engineering the countertop is that you’ll have running 
water the next day, not three weeks later. Counter installers often 
template the countertop after the cabinets are installed; they then 
build the counter and install, creating that disruptive time lag.”

Then, there’s the co-ordination 
of the renovation itself, where no 
detail is overlooked.
“With each project, we send a 
paper copy of the renovation 
schedule to the client. It clearly 
spells out what’s going to be done 
each day, which trade is going to 
come on a certain day, and how 
the job is going to go. Laying out 
everything in high detail comforts 
clients by minimizing the fear of 
the unknown,” Pauls explains. 
“This holds us accountable to both 
our schedule and the customer. 
They know what the plan is, and 
we do everything in our power to 
complete on time.”
Finally, there’s an intangible that 
has set Gateway Kitchen & Bath 
Centre apart from its competitors 
for the past three-plus decades.

“Everyone who works here just 
loves what they do — they have the 
client’s needs at heart,” he says. “We 
have seven guys in manufacturing 
with an average tenure of 10 to 
15 years, two managers with over 
25 years of tenure, and many 
employees with eight to 10 years of 
experience with the company.”
That dedication and continuity 
translates into two key qualities 
that breed loyalty among clients.
“People trust us and know we’re 
going to do a top-quality job with 
every project we undertake,” says 
Pauls. “I think that’s pretty cool, and 
is why we’ll have been in business 
for 35 years in 2018.” ❙
